Payment instructions 
will be sent upon receipt of your application. The second payment 
of 1.500 DKK is due by February 7. The camp fee is 
non-refundable.

Training will be conducted in English, Latvian and Russian. The 
coaches have great experience working with children of all ages 
and skill levels – from beginners to high-level athletes – and with 
children whose native language is other than the languages of the 
coach team. Danish, Swedish, Russian and English speaking 
representatives will be in the skating hall during the camp.
